Adjustment Guide: Using a 1/4 Inch Hex Wrench
1.Insert the 1/4 inch hex wrench into the preset adjustment slot.
2.Rotate the wrench in the direction indicated by the arrow to adjust the scale pointer. (The scale reading corresponds to the
angle between the internal luminous surface and the horizontal plane.)
3.When the angle reaches 0° or 45°, the internal protective structure will limit further adjustment.
4.0Once the desired angle is set, remove the wrench.
